Internet citations

Any information you use from a book or magazine for a report should be noted or cited in your bibliography. Citing
information means you are giving credit for the work to its author. There are specific forms to follow for each kind
of source.

Citation format

Be sure you fill in the citation exactly as it is written, with information from your source. You must follow your
school’s preferred citation method exactly. What follows are examples of citation formats for specific Internet
resources.

World Wide Web

Author. Title of item. [Online] Available http://address/filename, date of document or, if not available, date of
download.

Example:
Wood, Lois. Rule of Thirds. [Online] Available http://www.aeal.k12.ia.us/lois/ruleofthirds.html, July 26, 1999.

Online image

Description or title of image. (Online Image) Available http://address/filename, date of document or, if not available,
date of download.

Online sound

Description or title of sound. (Online Sound) Available http://address/filename, date of document or, if not available,
date of download.

Online video clip

Description or title of video clip. (Online Video Clip) Available http://address/filename, date of document or, if not
available, date of download.
